The Route 2020 Metro Project is an
extension of the existing Dubai Metro
Red Line which consists of a branch
line starting at Nakheel Harbour and
Tower Station, before extending to the
2020 Expo Site.

Tunnelling commenced in October
2017 and was completed in June

2018 ahead of schedule, marking a
significant milestone on one of the
